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1.0 INTRODUCTION

The Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT), in coordination with the Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA\) as the lead federal agency, is evaluating an extension of the Interstate 495 (1-495)
Express Lanes along approximately three miles of 1-495, also referred to as the Capital Beltway, from their
current northern terminus in the vicinity of the Old Dominion Drive overpass to the George Washington
Memorial Parkway (GWMP) in the McLean area of Fairfax County, Virginia. Pursuant to the National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) of 1969, as amended, and in accordance with FHWA regulations?, an
Environmental Assessment (EA) is being prepared to analyze the potential social, economic, and
environmental effects associated with the improvements being evaluated.

The purpose of this technical report is to identify existing hazardous materials and contaminated sites within
the study area and to evaluate potential impacts that could result from implementation of the Build
Alternative. Information in this report provides an overview of the regulatory context, methods used to
identify existing resources, potentially affected resources identified within the study area, and potential
impacts to hazardous materials and contaminated sites associated with the implementation of the Build
Alternative. The findings of this technical report support discussions presented in the EA.

The project includes an extension of the existing Express Lanes from their current northern terminus south
of the Old Dominion Drive Overpass to the GWMP. Although the GWMP provides a logical northern
terminus for this study, additional improvements are anticipated to extend approximately 0.3 miles north
of the GWMP to provide a tie-in to the existing road network in the vicinity of the American Legion
Memorial Bridge (ALMB). The project also includes access ramp improvements and lane reconfigurations
along portions of the Dulles Toll Road and the Dulles International Airport Access Highway, on either side
of the Capital Beltway, from the Spring Hill Road Interchange to the Route 123 interchange. The proposed
improvements entail new and reconfigured express lane ramps and general purpose lane ramps at the Dulles
Interchange and Route 123/1-495 interchange ramp connections.

In order to assess and document relevant resources that may be affected by the proposed project, the study
area for this EA extends beyond the immediate area of the proposed improvements described above. The
study area for the EA includes approximately four miles along 1-495 between the Route 123 interchange
and the ALMB up to the Maryland state line. The study area also extends approximately 2,500 feet east
along the GWMP. Intersecting roadways and interchanges are also included in the study area, as well as
adjacent areas within 600 feet of the existing edge of pavement. The study area boundary is a buffer around
the road corridor that includes all natural, cultural, and physical resources that must be analyzed in the EA.
It does not represent the limits of disturbance (LOD) of the project nor imply right-of-way take or
construction impact, but rather extends beyond the project footprint to tie into the surrounding network,
including tying into future network improvements. Figure 1-1 depicts the project termini, study area, and
LOD.

1 NEPA and FHWA'’s regulations for Environmental Impact and Related Procedures can be found at 42 USC §
4332(c), as amended, and 23 CFR § 771, respectively.
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Potential direct impacts to resources have been calculated using a conceptual level of design of the Build
Alternative. The footprint for this conceptual level of design is referred to as the LOD. The LOD
accommaodates roadway improvements, drainage, stormwater management facilities, utilities, erosion and
sediment control, noise control measures, construction methods, and temporary construction easements.

Impact values presented for the evaluated resources represent the worst-case scenarios and assume complete
direct impact to the resource occurring in the LOD. As design progresses, measures may be taken to avoid
and minimize impacts to environmental resources to the maximum extent practicable. Recommendations
for potential minimization and mitigation measures for unavoidable adverse impacts are provided under the
Build Alternative sections of each resource that is discussed in this report. At this time, it is not possible to
anticipate the exact locations of each proposed activity; impacts outside of the existing study area will be
reviewed and documented through future NEPA re-evaluations.

The purpose and need for the extension of Express Lanes on 1-495 between Route 267 and the GWMP is
to:

* Reduce congestion;
e Provide additional travel choices; and
* Improve travel reliability.

A detailed description of the purpose and need for the proposed project is provided in Chapter 1.0 of the
EA.

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2.0 ALTERNATIVES

Two alternatives are being considered in the EA: the No Build Alternative? and the Build Alternative,
described below. Additional information on the Build Alternative is included in the 1-495 Alternatives
Technical Memorandum (VDOT, 2020a).

Under the No Build Alternative, the Express Lanes would not be extended beyond the current northern
terminus at Old Dominion Drive. There would be no change to existing access points, and 1-495 would
remain in its present configuration. VDOT would continue maintenance and repairs of the existing roadway,
as needed, with no substantial changes to current capacity or management activities.

The Build Alternative would extend the existing four 1-495 Express Lanes from their current terminus
between the 1-495/Route 267 interchange and the Old Dominion Drive Overpass north approximately 2.3
miles to the GWMP.

Additional improvements are anticipated to extend approximately 0.3 miles north of the GWMP to tie into
the existing road network in the vicinity of the ALMB. The Build Alternative would retain the existing
number of general purpose (GP) lanes within the study area.

Direct access ramps would be provided from the 1-495 Express Lanes to the Dulles Toll Road and the
GWMP. Access would also be provided between the 1-495 GP and Express Lanes at the Route 267
interchange: from northbound GP lanes to northbound Express Lanes, and from southbound Express Lanes
to southbound GP lanes, located within the current interchange footprint. These connections have been
accounted for in the LOD and are described in more detail in the 1-495 Alternatives Technical Memorandum
(VDOT, 2020a) and the 1-495 Traffic and Transportation Technical Report (VDOT, 2020b).

The Build Alternative includes an approximately 3.1-mile 10-foot-wide shared-use path, consistent with
the Fairfax County Countywide Trails Plan Map (FCDPZ, 2018) that is not provided under the existing
condition.

2 According to FHWA guidelines, the consideration of a No Build Alternative is a requirement under NEPA. The
Build Alternative must be reasonable and practicable enough to dismiss the No Build Alternative (FHWA, 1990).
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3.0 METHODOLOGY

Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) conducted a review of state and federal databases within the
hazardous materials study area and compiled the results in a Corridor Report (EDR, 2018). Databases
searched include:

* Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS)

* Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Small Quantity Generators (RCRA-SQG)
* RCRA Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity Generator (RCRA-CESQG)

*  Aerometric Information Retrieval System Facility Subsystem (US AIRS)

* Facility Index System/Facility Registry System (FINDS)

* EPA Enforcement & Compliance History Information (ECHO)

* National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) General Permit List (OH NPDES)
* Virginia Leaking Underground Storage Tanks (VA LUST)

* Virginia Leaking Petroleum Storage Tanks (LTANKS)

* Virginia Registered Underground Petroleum Storage Tanks (VA UST)

* Virginia Registered Aboveground Petroleum Storage Tanks (VA AST)

*  VASPILLS

* Virginia Permitted Airs Facility List (VA AIRS)

* VA Financial Assurance

* Virginia Tier 2 Information Listing (VA TIER 2)

* Virginia Voluntary Remediation/Cleanup Program (VA VCP)

* EDR Historic Auto

* Recovered Government Archive Leaking Underground Storage Tank (VA RGA LUST)

Aerial photographs covering the project corridor were obtained by EDR for the years 1937, 1949,
1953/1954, 1960, 1971, 1977, 1981, 1988, 1994, 2003, 2009, 2012, and 2016. Additionally, Google Earth
imagery was used, generally covering the years 2000-2018 intermittently, as well as 1988.

Topographic maps covering the project corridor were obtained by EDR for the years 1885, 1890, 1891,
1894, 1897, 1900, 1945, 1951, 1956, 1965/1966, 1971, 1979/1980, 1982/1984, 1994, and 2013.

Site reconnaissance was performed to verify current site conditions and identify potential environmental
concerns. The reconnaissance was performed as a windshield survey from public right-of-way during
August 7 to August 9 and August 14 to August 16, 2018. Generally, the northern portion of the corridor is
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comprised primarily of residential development, while the southern portion of the corridor is comprised
primarily of commercial development. Only external visual observations of properties were made, and as
such buildings were not entered and onsite personnel were not interviewed during site reconnaissance.
Limiting conditions for site reconnaissance included lack of site access, dense development preventing full
survey of all areas, traffic flow preventing stopping in areas, and dense vegetation preventing full survey
of right-of-way areas accessed. General observations along right-of-way included the following:

* General debris was observed within areas of right-of-way including miscellaneous dumping
and household garbage; and

*  Multiple pole-mounted and pad-mounted transformers were observed within right-of-way
areas. While stressed or stained vegetation was not apparent around the transformers observed,
it should be noted that dense vegetation prevented full survey of the ground surface.

It should be noted that site reconnaissance was performed as a windshield survey and therefore not all areas
within or immediately adjacent to the right-of-way were viewed.

Based on the database search results, historical aerial and topographic imagery, and the site reconnaissance,
sites identified in the Corridor Report were reviewed in order to assess each site’s proximity to the corridor
and potential for posing an environmental concern to the project. Subsequently, the sites were sorted into
categories of Low, Moderate, or High Priority. The following parameters were used to define these priority
categories:

Low Priority:

* Site has no history of leaks, spills, RCRA violations;

*  Site has history of petroleum leak(s) limited to a heating oil tank as the source but is located
over 500 feet from VDOT right-of-way;

» Site has a history of leaks, spills, or RCRA violations, or is otherwise identified in applicable
databases, but is located over 1,000 feet from VDOT right-of-way; and/or

*  Site does not meet the above criteria but sufficient information is available to deem the potential
risk posed to the project as low priority, i.e. a site identified in the SPILLS or RCRA database
that is within close proximity to the project corridor, but with sufficient information available
to determine that the risk of the spill having detrimentally impacted soil or groundwater is low.

Moderate Priority:
*  Site has a history of petroleum leak(s) limited to a heating oil tank as the source and is within
500 feet of VDOT right-of-way, and sufficient information on clean up and/or remediation was
not available in the resources reviewed; and/or
*  Site has a history of leaks, spills, or RCRA violations and is located within 1,000 feet of VDOT
right-of-way, and sufficient information on clean up and/or remediation was not available in
the resources reviewed.

High Priority:
e Available information suggests site has a history of operating as a dry cleaner and/or as a
facility with bulk petroleum storage and is located within 1,000 feet of VDOT right-of-way,
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and sufficient information to determine otherwise that the site does not pose a concern was not
available in the resources reviewed.

Sites identified as orphan sites, or sites which were not able to be mapped due to incomplete location
information, were located or approximated when possible. If, upon further research, it could be determined
that orphan sites are located outside the hazardous materials study area, these sites were dismissed. Sites
that were determined to be north of the Potomac River or greater than one-half mile from the study area
were also dismissed.

It is assumed that all information provided by EDR regarding the regulatory status of facilities located
within the minimum search radius and database information were complete, accurate, and current. No
subsurface investigative work was conducted as part of this investigation. Additionally, the following
limitations apply to this report:

e Additional records and documentation pertaining to sites of potential concern were not
requested from state or local government officials;

*  All site reconnaissance was performed from public right-of-way;

*  Private property and the interiors of structures were not accessed; and

* Interviews with property owners or personnel knowledgeable of site conditions were not
conducted.

4.0 RESULTS

EDR identified 196 mapped sites in databases searched, as well as an additional 61 orphan sites, which are
not mapped due to incomplete location information. The specific locations of orphan sites were determined
where possible, but for those that could not be determined, general distance from the project corridor is
displayed. Orphan sites that were determined to be located outside the hazardous materials study area were
dismissed. Sites that were determined to be north of the Potomac River or greater than one-half mile from
the study area were also dismissed. To note, EDR identifies several duplicate sites with slightly different
names or address information, which were consolidated for display in the tables.

In total, two High Priority sites, 29 Moderate Priority sites, and 108 Low Priority sites were identified, as
shown in Figure 4-1 below. High Priority sites are displayed in Error! Reference source not found.;
Moderate Priority sites are displayed in Table 4-2; and Low Priority sites are displayed in Table 4-3.. The
tables display information pertaining to each site’s identification, property address, the database(s) in which
the site is listed, approximate distance from the existing VDOT right-of-way along the 1-495 corridor, and
a brief description of the concern and reason(s) the site is categorized as High, Moderate, or Low priority.

5.0 SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS
5.1 POTENTIAL ENVIRONMENTAL CONCERNS

Sites identified in relevant state and federal databases within the hazardous materials study area, as
well as unmapped orphan sites, were reviewed and categorized as Low, Moderate, or High Priority based
on the parameters described in Section 2.4 of this report. The rankings provide a priority-based evaluation
of the sites of potential concern along the project corridor. The evaluation is based on a desktop evaluation
of EDR provided records and available aerial and topographic imagery as well as site reconnaissance
conducted in the format of a windshield survey. In total, 2 High Priority sites, 29 Moderate Priority sites,
and 108 Low Priority sites were identified.

5.2 RECOMMENDATIONS

Further assessment of Moderate and High Priority sites and the correlation to the final design limits of
disturbance is recommended. At this stage, recommended further assessment will include a review of
reasonably ascertainable documentation pertaining to the Moderate and High Priority sites, including but
not limited to submitting Freedom of Information Act requests to relevant agencies and reviewing the
documentation provided. The purpose of this further assessment will be to characterize in greater detail the
nature of the potential concerns and to determine if further investigation is warranted, namely Phase II
Environmental Assessment activities including soil and groundwater sampling.
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
